My dear Doctor,

I have considered your note to me
regarding the £ 73 which you were called upon to
pay. I have also seen the report of the Special
Committee which was formed at my request to decide
whether the money should be recovered from you

or should be written off. The Committee found

that you are responsible for the missing money
because no proof exists that the cheque was

cashed by the Chief Clerk of the Public Health
Department or any other person, and because neither
the voucher nor the cheque bear any signature

other than yours, and because you personally
collected the cheque and signed the voucher in

the Finance Ministry

I am of course convinced, and I am sure
the Board is of the same-opinion, that you did not
take the money, but at the same time you certainly
were neglectful in not ascertaining that the money
was properly disposed of especially in view of the
fact that the refusal of the Finance Ministry to
hand the cheque to your Chief Clerk and that they
insisted on paying it direct to you, might be
teken as an indication that the Chief Clerk was
not to be trusted with so large a sum.

I am very sorry that you should be the
one to suffer, but the Government is bound to
protect the public funds by calling on those who
are technically responsible to make good a loss
when such a loss occurs.
