TURKISH DEPUTIES IN PARIS.
PARIS, Jury 11.

The party of members of the Ottoman Parlia-
ment, who are on their way to London, arrived
here this morning. They will spend a few days
in Paris before proceeding to England.

Talaat Bey, in an interview with a represen-
tative of the Jousrnal des Débats to-day, said that
they had a great wish to ascertain the extent to
which Young Turkey coldd count on the friend-
ship of France. To this end they were anxious
to discuss all the questions affecting Turkey
freely and frankly with everybody, and
they ' desired particularly to correct certain
misleading impressions prevailing in Paris
and London, where the confidence they had at
first inspired appeared to have been somewhat
shaken. It was said that their Parliament had
done nothing, but surely the great moral
awakening counted as something, and much
valuable work was being done in the committee
rooms of the Chamber during the present period
of transition. TRh=( 60=—2

Dr. Riza Tewfik. who played a leading part in
the Young Turk movement, spoke in the sam:
sense. He would like, he said, to convince
everybody of his faith in the task before
the reformers. ¢ Who,”” he asked, *‘ could,
pretend to transform in one year an enslaved
nation into  one completely organised
under a free Government ?’’ They still had
much to do, much to dare, and much to under-|
take, but they would succeed with time. The
Armenians knew that they owed their liberty to |
the Young Turks, who had every confidence in‘
their fidelity. In Parliament the Young Turks
and the Armenians walked hand in hand. Turkey ‘
had made an enormous sacrifice to European |
peace in accepting Austria’s annexation of
Bosnia- Herzegovina, but as to abandoning Crete, *
that she could not do. Even if the Government
made up its mindto do so it would be impossible,
because public sentiment would be against it and
the work of reform would be undone.— Reuter.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Jury 11.

The Note drafted by the four protecting
Powers on the Cretan situation will be presented
on Tuesday. No modifications have been intro-
duced in the text as originally drafted, notwith-
standing Turkish pressure for concessions.

and has been subjected to the ultimate proof
of war.

Our quarrel was with Abdul Hamid, who tem-f
