Unlike Nedarim and Nazir, which belong together
from many perspectives, Sotah, Gittin, and Qiddushin
bear little in common. To be sure, some intermediate
divisions of Qiddushin are evidently artificial and
modeled upon equivalent chapters of Gittin. But there
is nothing in the subject matter, generative tensions,
or conceptual problematic of Gittin and Qiddushin to
warrant joining the two tractates. All three are given
together merely for the sake of convenience. Each of
them is presented in form-analytical translation and

.explanation. The translation points up the form-ana-
Iytical traits and problems of the three tractates. The
explanation then gives a clear and straight-forward
account of the exegetical results of form-analysis. It
is meant to spell out the primary meaning intended
by the framers of the several pericopae and of the
tractate as 2 whole. Tosefta is treated with great brevity,
principally in relationship to Mishnah. It here is not
an independent object of exegesis and plays only a
limited role in what follows.

This book answers four questions which study of
the tractates of the division of Women raise in our
minds.

First, how do the seven tractates fit together to form
a complete statement about women, and what statement
do they make?

Second, in what historical sequence did the principal
conceptions and ideas of the seven tractates take shape?

Third, how shall we relate the history of the laws
of the seven tractates, viewed as a whole, to the
history of the period in which the laws of these
tractates unfolded?

Finally, what place and meaning does Mishnah'’s
system of woman take in the larger world-view
expressed by Mishnah as a whole?

Behind these four questions is a theory of what is
important about the facts we have studied in the first
four parts of the present work. In my judgment what
is important is the historical unfolding of the laws and
the relationship between the inner issues and tensions
of the laws, which led to the formation of a given con-
ception or fact, and the larger setting in which the
Mishnah’s sages did their work.

The book comprises the publication, with com-
mentary, of a series of texts from the extensive
archives of Zeno, which were discovered in Egypt
at the beginning of this century. Zeno, who was
born in Asia Minor at the beginning of the third
century B.C,, is said to have moved in his youth
to Alexandria, where he entered the service of
Appolonius, who as dioiketes had charge of the
economic affairs of the Ptolemaic Kingdom. The
texts published in the book relate to the period
during which Zeno was seconded to Palestine as
a young man, to the time thereafter at which he
was living in Alexandria and travelling around the
Delta on business, to the time after this when he
took over the management of a large estate be-
longing to Apollonius in the Fayoum, and finally
to the period of his ‘retirement on pension’.

The principle object of publication is to bring
together all those texts of the Archives, to which
access is difficult, and thus for example all the
texts which can be reconstructed from the scattered
published fragments are to be found here. Among
other materials presented here with detailed com-
mentaries, is a complete series of the receipts,
which for a short period Zeno's predecessor as
estate manager had made out in two languages,
Demotic and Creek. Moreover here for the first
time are collected together and published in a
supplement all the documents, which whilst not
coming from the Archives themselves, are closely
connected with them: for example the plan (plus
sketchmap) for the working of the estate and the
correspondence concerning its irrigation.

Wherever possible Plates of the published texts
have been added. They have been published in a
separate fascicle, in order to make it easy for the
reader to consult them whilst studying the tran-
scription and also because some papyri are larger
than the normal format of the series.

The publication of the texts, with complemen-
tary translation and commentaries in English,
French, German or Italian, is the first result of
the extensive Zeno project, which was carried out
in Leiden in 1976 and 1977 by an international
team under the direction of Prof. Pestman. Further
results will be published in the series Papyrologica
Lugduno-Batava under the title A Guide to the
Zenon Archive (in the press).

The mss. of Vilmiki Rimiyana can be divided into two
main groups: the N and S recension. That recension viz. the
S recension, which contains more irregularities (esp. gram-
matical ones) than the other recension, is generally considered
to have kept closer to the original. The N recension should
have removed many of these irregularities (polishing theory).
This theory is refuted.

The author defends the thesis that “Vilmiki is not likely
to have indulged in irregular forms more often than a few
times only”’. Examining those irregularities which are trans-
mitted by all and nearly all the mss. (numbering 41 in Ram.
II-IV) he observes that these are not evenly spread over the
text: there are some clusters discernible. Nine out of these
41 cases (and three others in Rim. V) ate connected with a
major inconsistency in the narrative, forming a ‘string’. The
majority of these 41 cases occur in passages arguably not
stemming from Valmiki himself; (some of these passages
were already regarded as suspect by predecessors). If those
irregularities transmitted by (nearly) all the mss. are not to
be ascribed to Vilmiki, those with less ms.-support should
not either. There are some more arguments. Especially the
investigation described in the Appendix cortoborates the
preceding sections.

It is shown that a stylistic rule is operating in a §loka of
Vilmika: Notwithstanding a wealth of epithets and attributive
adjectives not more than two items are qualified in a $loka,
with some regular exceptions. The majority of transgressions
of this rule which are transmitted by all the mss. occur in
the selfsame passages recognized as unoriginal in the preceding
part of this study.

In recent years, there has been a noticeable increase in the number of publica-
tions by social scientists from the Middle East who actually live and work there.
A number of these studies have a specific orientation quite distinct from that to
be seen in works by experts living in the West, whether of Western or Middle
Eastern origin. With the exception of those writing in French, this new generation
of scholars is faced with considerable difficulties, including the language problem,
when attempting to make themselves understood in the international world of social
science. For this reason, the creation of a new channel of communication taking
the form of a series of social scientific publications dealing specifically with con-
temporary problems of the Middle East, would be in the interests both of a poten-
tial international public and of the afore-mentioned group of scholars.

Such is the purpose of the present series. The works to be included are to have
the following characteristics. They should be of a theoretical nature, or be con-
cerned with current problems, or questions of policy or administration, rather than
of a descriptive nature. They should reflect the methodology of the social sciences
rather than the historical-philological method. They should concentrate on pheno-
mena of the present rather than on those of the past, without, of course, losing
sight of historical perspectives. The following disciplines will be represented in the
series : economics, sociology, political science, public administration and, occasion-
ally, anthropology and others. Each volume may be by one or more authors: a
collective work should be consistent as to approach and subject-matter.

The primary object of the series is to present the work of social scientists living
and working in the Middle East. This will bring them to the notice of the inter-
national public and help them achieve recognition outside their own country. More-
over, it is also intended to present work by authors living elsewhere, on similar
subjects.

The series will prove of especial importance to two types of reader. In the first
place, the growing number of members of the general public who take an informed
interest in current Middle Eastern affairs and, in the second place, it will serve
the needs of social scientists of various disciplines who are actively interested in
non-Western affairs and in the problems of developing countries.

In order to guarantee maximum effectiveness, the series has secured the co-
operation of a publishing house equipped for sales all over the world, an experien-
ced “rédacteur”, and an international editorial advisory committee.

The editorial committee includes a number of specialists on the Middle East,
social scientists, living in the Middle East, as well as others living outside this
area. The editorial committee will be responsible for helping the editors obtain
worthwhile manuscripts, which they will also be instrumental in evaluating.

The maps are drawn on relief
bases which enable the reader constantly to appreciate trade routes, military campaigns and state boundaries in relation to
topography. Special care is taken to distinguish between frontiers that were stable and those that were not.

In addition to details of political and military history, many maps provide particulars of interest to students of Islam as
well as of economic and social history. Special mention should be made, in this respect, of the star-charts and the tracings
of Arab maps, which, together with their commentaries, suggest how the Muslim traders travelled and navigated.

A comprehensive index enhances the value of the collection and enables the reader to use it also as a topographical atlas.
