Following instructions, I left London for Constantinople on 14th Mast, 1888, and from

thence made my way by Steamer to Ineboli, a seaport on the North Coast of Asia N

the Black Sea. I then proceeded nd in a southern direction to the village of Kourré, which

centre and forms part of the Mining property, consisting of about 500 houses, and a population
of 1200 inhabitants .

The distance from Ineboli to the Mines by a good road is about twenty English miles
through an exceedingly mountainous district, the village is about 2,500 feet above the level of
the sea, and the mines are about 500 feet higher up;the time occupied from Ineboli to reach
the mines was about seven hours, by a covered conveyance and two small horses—with a light

carriage it would not take more than four hours.

I first examined the scoriae accumulated on the east side, sloping towards the bank of
the Omerler River (a constant torrent ) and close to that mass (which I judged to be of about
120,000 tons) I found the rumns of five blast furnaces, which had evidently been builtin the old
lime kiln fashion. At this point the existing plan indicates the site of former works and office
buildings, but there remain no vestiges of them at present. This mass of scoriae is altogether
omitted in the said plan. Further up on a grass plot of about four acres are the ruins of a large
rectangular building, goft. by 40t which evidently was originally a horse and mule stable; again,
a little further up in the northern direction is a smaller ruin, said to have been used as a straw,

hay, and cattle provender warehouse .

I cannot account for such an accumulation of scoriae on this spot, as there are no
indications of mines or of mining work near athand (the mines proper being over a mile distant
as the crow: flies, and atleast 500 feet higher up the hills in a western direction) . Every efiort
to discover a shafl or an adit proved utterly fruitless, and the oldest inhabitants seemed to ignore'
apy having ever been on that spot. The mass is evidently the out-throw of the five furnaces,
and is in fact the ore and slag in a mixed condition from which the Copper has been extracted,
but wich upon close inspection appears to have been imperfectly “ purged ” of that metal, as
proved by me after many hours' testing, by breaking up and crushing ore taken from under the
mass at different points, which led me to think there may yet be a residue of about <& /o (four
per cent) of metallic Copper left in the slag, and perhaps more, hence well worth while to work.

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Excursions I made several long excursions, ascending steep and pathless hills, so as to trace any old

mining works, directing my special attention to those that must have produced the extraordinary
mass of scoriae visible outside, which is not exaggerated at a total of 2,000,000 of tons, I

disco-

Shatts. vered four shafts at the head of the larger mass, but, to my great dismay, I found them most di zently

blocked, stopped up, and filled in, almost defying recognition or the possibility of ascertaining their

depth. Thus defeated, my search was extended to secking open adits or galleries and penetrating into

A fits, them as far as practicable. I succeedad in two instances, each level adit being in pro mity of the other.
The entrance of one having a series of holes and irregularities, was partially flooded ; but, by means
of planks and timber, I managed to bridge the water, and to discover a communication with th= adit
in the upper level. With an assistant I pursued a straight course in the latter, penetrating to a length
of about twenty minutes’ walk along the run of the lodes which evidently traverse the lofiy hills. I
noted a slight dipping from the horizontal as we proceeded, but I found no stopes. The sticky clay
and soft earth obstructions rvendering the footing difiicult and further progress dangerous, I did not
advance, but became fully convinced that an extensive system of adits and levels, probably stoped
at intervals, must exist. I observed, both on the right and left sides of the main adit, lesser “ways”,
too narrow aud too low to enter. I imagine these lead to a series of “stumps” to collect and carry off
the water running through the many “cases™ or fissures which oflen invest a mine; these also dipped
visibly. The upper and lower adit openings both led to thesame junction in four directions in the exact
shape of a cross, of which only the longitudinal angles were accessible, the others being blocked almost
at the entrances by argillaceous earthslips from overhead. The general appearance of the under-
ground workings betrayed an utter absence of scientific mining, despite the divergencies necessary fo

. follow dips lodes, and laycrs; but, making every allowance for wet discolorings of the walls and the
stallactite formations, it appeared to me that the main adit has been worked through an almost com-
pact lode of wide dimensions. Itis, therefore, quite reasonable to conceive that the formation is iden-
tical and that a system of adits exist, but are impossible to examine except after many months of
exploring work and clearance.

Nowhere could I detect any appearance of exhaustion of the mineral, for even on the upper
soil the ore is traceable all over the mountain; within the boundary of the Concession and beyond
it, all the loose stones, gravel, and sands are really iron ore, whilst the “almagea”, or red ochre,

prevails throughout; hence it is quite presumable that the 2,000,000 tons of scoriae in evidence war-

rant that twice that quantity and more may yet be mined, especially with such appliances as were not
Abandon- available in the remote past. I therefore do not believe that the abandonment of the mining works
muent. was ever caused from the exhaustion of the mineral; had it been so, it is not likely that they would
ever have so carefully blocked, stopped up, and filled in the shafts and other openings, and, as it
were, hidden them from sight. It is stated to have been far more likely that former Sultans or
local rulers hid their treasure, fearing to lose :,“ in fact, I ascertained that a late Sultan boasted the
possession of valuable copper-yiclding mines these districts, and that if he could not work them
nobody else should. T was likewise informed that the present Governor of the Villayet of Casta-
mouni, among the Imperial inhibitions, is barred the undersoil or mineral rights in the district of
Kourré-i-Noughaz. It is, therefore, quite possible to ascribe the suspension of works to the tradi-
tional absence of financial means, and that the present concession has been granted so that the
Government might reap some profit without incurring any outlay. I can see no other justifiable
cause, for the mineral is there, practically inexhaustible, containing Copper enough to make it well
worth while separating; whilst iron, if found possible to manufacture in any shape, might open up
another important source of profit.
